· flashlight
· alarm clock
· toiletries (soap, shampoo, brush, washcloth, towel, toothpaste and toothbrush, etc)
· swimsuit and towel
· mosquito repellent
· sunscreen and sunglasses
· small cooler for canoe trip, if desired - must be able to attach to canoes (bring something to attach it with) - NO GLASS is allowed on canoe trip
· bring your own evening libations/refreshments for evening campfires and canoe trip
· some spending money:  money for pizza and drinks for one of the evening meals
· binder with some notepaper and pen or pencil
· Laptop is required (you will likely using power point, word, etc.)
